Because
the Easter Vigil marks the final day in the Easter Triduum, the service ends with
the Benediction, which has not been heard since the beginning of the Triduum,
and the Easter Acclamation: Christ is Risen!

Then, lighting the pascal candle from the kindled fire, saying:
(P) May the light of Christ, who is risen in glory from the dead, scatter all
the darkness of our hearts and minds.

Almighty and most merciful God, pour out on us Your
abundant blessing that all who in true faith share this night in joyful
celebration of the resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ from the dead
may be filled with Your heavenly benediction.

of righteousness has dawned upon us who have sat in darkness and
in the shadow of death.



The Creation
A reading from Genesis, chapters one and two.

In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth. The earth was
without form and void, and darkness was over the face of the deep. And
the Spirit of God was hovering over the face of the waters.

And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light. And God saw that
the light was good. And God separated the light from the darkness. God
called the light Day, and the darkness he called Night.

The Flood
A reading from Genesis, chapters seven, eight, and nine.

Then the LORD said to Noah, “Go into the ark, you and all your

household, for I have seen that you are righteous before me in this

generation. Take with you seven pairs of all clean animals, the male and

his mate, and a pair of the animals that are not clean, the male and his

mate, and seven pairs of the birds of the heavens also, male and female, to
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keep their offspring alive on the face of all the earth. For in seven days I
will send rain on the earth forty days and forty nights, and every living
thing that I have made I will blot out from the face of the ground.” And
Noah did all that the LORD had commanded him.

In the six hundredth year of Noah’s life, in the second month, on the
seventeenth day of the month, on that day all the fountains of the great
deep burst forth, and the windows of the heavens were opened. And rain
fell upon the earth forty days and forty nights. On the very same day
Noah and his sons, Shem and Ham and Japheth, and Noah's wife and the
three wives of his sons with them entered the ark, they and every beast,
according to its kind, and all the livestock according to their kinds, and
every creeping thing that creeps on the earth, according to its kind, and
every bird, according to its kind, every winged creature. They went into
the ark with Noah, two and two of all flesh in which there was the breath
of life. And those that entered, male and female of all flesh, went in as
God had commanded him.

The waters increased and
bore up the ark, and it rose high above the earth. The waters prevailed
and increased greatly on the earth, and the ark floated on the face of the
waters.

At the end of forty days Noah opened the window of the ark that he had
made and sent forth a raven. It went to and fro until the waters were dried
up from the earth. Then he sent forth a dove from him, to see if the waters
had subsided from the face of the ground. But the dove found no place to
set her foot, and she returned to him to the ark, for the waters were still on
the face of the whole earth. So he put out his hand and took her and
brought her into the ark with him. He waited another seven days, and
again he sent forth the dove out of the ark. And the dove came back to
him in the evening, and behold, in her mouth was a freshly plucked olive
leaf.

The Testing of Abraham

A reading from Genesis, chapter 22.
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After these things God tested Abraham and said to him, “Abraham!” And
he said, “Here am 1.” He said, “Take your son, your only son Isaac, whom
you love, and go to the land of Moriah, and offer him there as a burnt
offering on one of the mountains of which I shall tell you.” So Abraham
rose early in the morning, saddled his donkey, and took two of his young
men with him, and his son Isaac. And he cut the wood for the burnt
offering and arose and went to the place of which God had told him. On
the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes and saw the place from afar.
Then Abraham said to his young men, “Stay here with the donkey; I and
the boy will go over there and worship and come again to you.” And
Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering and laid it on Isaac his son.
And he took in his hand the fire and the knife. So they went both of them
together. And Isaac said to his father Abraham, “My father!” And he said,

Israel’s Deliverance at the Red Sea
A reading from Exodus, chapters 14 and 15.

When Pharaoh drew near, the people of Israel lifted up their eyes, and
behold, the Egyptians were marching after them, and they feared greatly.
And the people of Israel cried out to the LORD. They said to Moses, “Is it
because there are no graves in Egypt that you have taken us away to die in
the wilderness? What have you done to us in bringing us out of Egypt? Is
not this what we said to you in Egypt, ‘Leave us alone that we may serve
the Egyptians’? For it would have been better for us to serve the Egyptians
than to die in the wilderness.” And Moses said to the people, “Fear not,
stand firm, and see the salvation of the LORD, which he will work for you
today. For the Egyptians whom you see today, you shall never see again.
The LORrD will fight for you, and you have only to be silent.”
The LORD said to Moses, “Why do you cry to me? Tell the people of Israel
to go forward. Lift up your staff, and stretch out your hand over the sea
and divide it, that the people of Israel may go through the sea on dry
ground. And I will harden the hearts of the Egyptians so that they shall go
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in after them, and I will get glory over Pharaoh and all his host, his
chariots, and his horsemen. And the Egyptians shall know that I am the
LORrD, when I have gotten glory over Pharaoh, his chariots, and his
horsemen.”

Then the angel of God who was going before the host of Israel moved and
went behind them, and the pillar of cloud moved from before them and
stood behind them, coming between the host of Egypt and the host of
Israel. And there was the cloud and the darkness. And it lit up the night
without one coming near the other all night.

Then Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and the LORD drove the
sea back by a strong east wind all night and made the sea dry land, and
the waters were divided. And the people of Israel went into the midst of
the sea on dry ground, the waters being a wall to them on their right hand
and on their left. The Egyptians pursued and went in after them into the
midst of the sea, all Pharaoh’s horses, his chariots, and his horsemen. And
in the morning watch the LORD in the pillar of fire and of cloud looked
down on the Egyptian forces and threw the Egyptian forces into a panic,
clogging their chariot wheels so that they drove heavily. And the
Egyptians said, “Let us flee from before Israel, for the LORD fights for
them against the Egyptians.”

Then the LORD said to Moses, “Stretch out your hand over the sea, that
the water may come back upon the Egyptians, upon their chariots, and
upon their horsemen.” So Moses stretched out his hand over the sea, and
the sea returned to its normal course when the morning appeared. And as
the Egyptians fled into it, the LORD threw the Egyptians into the midst of
the sea. The waters returned and covered the chariots and the horsemen;
of all the host of Pharaoh that had followed them into the sea, not one of
them remained. But the people of Israel walked on dry ground through
the sea, the waters being a wall to them on their right hand and on their
left.

Thus the LORD saved Israel that day from the hand of the Egyptians, and
Israel saw the Egyptians dead on the seashore. Israel saw the great power
that the LORD used against the Egyptians, so the people feared the LORD,
and they believed in the LORD and in his servant Moses.
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Then Moses and the people of Israel sang this song to the LORD, saying,
“I will sing to the LORD, for he has triumphed gloriously;
the horse and his rider he has thrown into the sea.”

Then
the satraps, the prefects, and the governors, the counselors, the treasurers,
the justices, the magistrates, and all the officials of the provinces gathered
for the dedication of the image that King Nebuchadnezzar had set up.
And they stood before the image that Nebuchadnezzar had set up. And
the herald proclaimed aloud, “You are commanded, O peoples, nations,
and languages, that when you hear the sound of the horn, pipe, lyre,
trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of music, you are to fall down and
worship the golden image that King Nebuchadnezzar has set up. And
whoever does not fall down and worship shall immediately be cast into a
burning fiery furnace.” Therefore, as soon as all the peoples heard the
sound of the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of
music, all the peoples, nations, and languages fell down and worshiped
the golden image that King Nebuchadnezzar had set up.
Therefore at that time certain Chaldeans came forward and maliciously
accused the Jews. They declared to King Nebuchadnezzar, “O king, live
forever! You, O king, have made a decree, that every man who hears the
sound of the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and every kind of
music, shall fall down and worship the golden image. And whoever does
not fall down and worship shall be cast into a burning fiery furnace. There
are certain Jews whom you have appointed over the affairs of the province
of Babylon: Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. These men, O king, pay
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no attention to you; they do not serve your gods or worship the golden
image that you have set up.”

Then Nebuchadnezzar in furious rage commanded that Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego be brought. So they brought these men before
the king. Nebuchadnezzar answered and said to them, “Is it true, O
Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, that you do not serve my gods or
worship the golden image that I have set up? Now if you are ready when
you hear the sound of the horn, pipe, lyre, trigon, harp, bagpipe, and
every kind of music, to fall down and worship the image that I have
made, well and good. But if you do not worship, you shall immediately be
cast into a burning fiery furnace. And who is the god who will deliver you
out of my hands?”

Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego answered and said to the king, “O
Nebuchadnezzar, we have no need to answer you in this matter. If this be
so, our God whom we serve is able to deliver us from the burning fiery
furnace, and he will deliver us out of your hand, O king. But if not, be it
known to you, O king, that we will not serve your gods or worship the
golden image that you have set up.”

Then Nebuchadnezzar was filled with fury, and the expression of his face
was changed against Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. He ordered the
furnace heated seven times more than it was usually heated. And he
ordered some of the mighty men of his army to bind Shadrach, Meshach,
and Abednego, and to cast them into the burning fiery furnace. Then these
men were bound in their cloaks, their tunics, their hats, and their other
garments, and they were thrown into the burning fiery furnace. Because
the king’s order was urgent and the furnace overheated, the flame of the
tire killed those men who took up Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego.
And these three men, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, fell bound into
the burning fiery furnace.

Then King Nebuchadnezzar was astonished and rose up in haste. He
declared to his counselors, “Did we not cast three men bound into the
tire?” They answered and said to the king, “True, O king.” He answered
and said, “But I see four men unbound, walking in the midst of the fire,
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and they are not hurt; and the appearance of the fourth is like a son of the
gods.”

Then Nebuchadnezzar came near to the door of the burning fiery furnace;
he declared, “Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, servants of the Most
High God, come out, and come here!” Then Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abednego came out from the fire. And the satraps, the prefects, the
governors, and the king’s counselors gathered together and saw that the
tire had not had any power over the bodies of those men. The hair of their
heads was not singed, their cloaks were not harmed, and no smell of fire
had come upon them. Nebuchadnezzar answered and said, “Blessed be
the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, who has sent his angel and
delivered his servants, who trusted in him, and set aside the king’s
command, and yielded up their bodies rather than serve and worship any
god except their own God. Therefore I make a decree: Any people, nation,
or language that speaks anything against the God of Shadrach, Meshach,
and Abednego shall be torn limb from limb, and their houses laid in ruins,
for there is no other god who is able to rescue in this way.” Then the king
promoted Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego in the province of Babylon.

Baptismal Address
P} On this holiest of nights, the whole Church of our Lord Jesus Christ
recalls His death and burial, rejoicing with great joy in the Gospel of
His glorious and mighty resurrection from the dead. The apostle Paul
says:

Do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ
Jesus were baptized into His death? We were buried therefore with
Him by baptism into death, in order that, just as Christ was raised
from the dead by the glory of the Father, we too might walk in
newness of life. For if we have been united with Him in a death like
His, we shall certainly be united with Him in a resurrection like His.
We know that our old self was crucified with Him in order that the
body of sin might be brought to nothing, so that we would no longer
be enslaved to sin. For one who has died has been set free from sin.
Now if we have died with Christ, we believe that we will also live
with Him.

For the death He
died He died to sin, once for all, but the life He lives He lives to God.
