The Lutheran School Initiative Study Team met at Shepherd of the Hills Tuesday,
August 22nd. The main discussion point was feedback from the community survey and
church survey. As of August 10, 54 surveys have been returned from the four area LCMS
churches. Likewise, in that same time, 37 surveys have been filled out from community
members. Survey responses from both groups are positive, however more completed
surveys are needed. A key aspect of moving ahead in this study is having church
members complete both the Congregational and the Community survey. Friends,
neighbors and relatives should complete the Community Survey.
