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A short time ago, I found my “middlest” rather distraught.  I scooped her up into my arms only to discover that was not what she wanted, and held on tight as she squirmed and screamed.  Two things were working in my own heart.  The first was concern about what caused her to be upset.  Second, I was upset that she was flailing at me!  It was impossible for her to tell me what had happened through her tears and tantrum.  What’s a dad to do?  

I held on tight and waited.  Eventually I got her to take a couple of breaths and finally calmed her down enough to hear her words.  The problem was relatively simple.  She couldn’t get the dress off of one doll and onto another.  We talked about the words she could use to ask for help, I needed to feed them to her slowly.  “Dad, can you – please help me – get this off ?”  If I don’t go slow, my words won’t sink in, and she will not remember to speak them the next time something doesn’t “come off” the way she thought it would.

Getting clothes off a doll, seems like a simple task right?  Not for a two year old who was pretty frustrated to begin with.  I think all too often we are the same way in our prayers.  We get frustrated that our situation is life is just the way it is.  When our Heavenly Father scoops us up, we need to remember to take a few deep breaths and listen to the Words he supplies in order to deal with the situation at hand.  It wouldn’t hurt us a bit to slow down and let them sink in.  His words are Spirit and they are Life!  His Words sanctify us in the truth. 

Grappling with the gripes of life is easier when you slow down and glean from His Gospel Promises.  Listen again to some of the slow sweet words He speaks to us. There are so many more, but these have been where I have been listening as He feeds me His words – ever so slowly.
1 Peter 5:6-7   6 Humble yourselves, therefore, under the mighty hand of God so that at the proper time he may exalt you,  7 casting all your anxieties on him, because he cares for you. 

Nahum 1:7   7 The LORD is good, a stronghold in the day of trouble; he knows those who take refuge in him. 

Psalm 36:5-9   5 Your steadfast love, O LORD, extends to the heavens, your faithfulness to the clouds.  6 Your righteousness is like the mountains of God; your judgments are like the great deep; man and beast you save, O LORD.  7 How precious is your steadfast love, O God! The children of mankind take refuge in the shadow of your wings.  8 They feast on the abundance of your house, and you give them drink from the river of your delights.  9 For with you is the fountain of life; in your light do we see light.
Psalm 34:15-19  15 The eyes of the LORD are toward the righteous and his ears toward their cry.  16 The face of the LORD is against those who do evil, to cut off the memory of them from the earth.  17 When the righteous cry for help, the LORD hears and delivers them out of all their troubles.  18 The LORD is near to the brokenhearted and saves the crushed in spirit.  19 Many are the afflictions of the righteous, but the LORD delivers him out of them all.
